 In its brief history, the Dart-

moor Classic has experienced 

some incredible weather ex-

tremes. In 2007 the deluge that 

hit the event had one wag 

comment ñI didnôt mind fight-

ing the gale force winds but 

hated riding against the tide!ò 

The following year, water was 

being handed out on-the-fly, as 

temperatures hit near tropical 

figures and riders struggled to 

stay hydrated. But it can get 

cold on the moors as well, 

especially if it rains, so take 

something suitable with you to 

slip on over your normal cy-

cling top. Equally, if there is a 

repeat of 2008, you may need 

to apply sunscreen both before 

and during the event.  Also, 

make sure you start the ride 

with at least one full bottle and 

enough food to keep your en-

ergy levels up between the 

feeding stations and the finish.
