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The Dartmoor Classic Cyclosportive is a challenging event and it is the club's considered opinion that anyone under the age of 18 years should only participate if they are regular and competent cyclists. 
The event is held on public highways and it is each rider’s responsibility to ensure that they ride safely, with due respect for other road users, and in accordance with the Law and the Highway Code. 

The 100 mile event is unsuitable for those under 15 and the 100 km event for those under 12. All 100 km entrants under the age of 15 years must be accompanied around the course by a responsible adult entrant.
All entrants must wear a correctly fitting cycle helmet.
